Wednesday, November 10 Newark-Shannon

Overnight: Dingle Skellig Hotel, Dingle, Co. Kerry

Friday, November 12 Dingle Peninsula Tour & Tralee

Today discover the beauties of the Dingle Peninsula, made famous by David Lean’s movie, “Ryans’s Daughter”. Reaching
out from Tralee like a thumb plunging into the Atlantic, Dingle Peninsula is Kerry’s “other peninsula” after the Ring of
Kerry. Dingle is less than 40 miles long, but it sometimes seems much larger because there is so much to do and see. Dingle
is rich in seacoast vistas and mountain passes. It is rimmed by water on three sides; the Atlantic, Tralee Bay and Dingle Bay.
The western tip of Dingle is also home to the West Kerry Gaeltacht where the Irish language is spoken in everyday
communications. Native Irish traditions, folklore, crafts and music flourish throughout. There will be frequent stops at
strategic locations to admire the views and take photos. Then travel to the town of Tralee where you will have free time to
explore on your own. Return to Dingle for a free evening.

Overnight: Dingle Skellig Hotel, Dingle, Co. Kerry

Saturday, November 13 Dingle-Bunratty

Depart Dingle this morning heading for Tralee and Listowel. Soon you reach the Shannon River and follow this to Foynes
where seaplanes from the United States used to land in the River. From Foynes your route takes you to Limerick and on to
Bunratty. Dinner is included and afterwards you can visit Durty Nellie’s or do a little shopping at the Blarney Village shops.

Overnight: Bunratty Castle Hotel (not a castle), Bunratty, Co. Clare

Sunday, November 14 ° Bunratty-Shannon-Newark

This morning head for nearby Shannon Airport in time for Continental Flight #25 departing at 9:00 am. As your jet climbs
into the western sky and the green fields fall away beneath you, sit back and leave the memories of the past few days wash
over you and soon it’s 11:15 am & you’re approaching Newark Airport.
